The Mathematics will be the same as in the College department of the

classical course, excepting Mechanics. It will embrace also a full

course of Instruction in the branches of Natural Philosophy, Natural

History, Book Keeping, Moral and Social Philosophy, General History

and English Literature.

Substitutions may be allowed to students intending to enter the min-

ister, or any regular profession ; in which, after the Sophomore year,

the Mathematics or the Greek may be exchanged for an equivalent in

the study of Hebrew, Modern Languages, Civil Engineering, or Com-
mercial Science, whenever such brandies are taught in the Institution,

and provided that the extra charge fur tuition is paid in advance.

STATEMENT OP THE TERMS OF ADMISSION, EXAMI-
NATIONS, EXPENSES, &c, AT WEAVERVILLE COL-
LEGE, WEAVERVILLE, N. C.

MATRICULATION.

For admission into the Freshman Class, a thorough preparation in

the following requisites : English Grammar, Modern Geography, Arith-

metic, Algebra to Quadratic Equations, and III Books of Geometry,

Ancient Geography, Latin Grammar (Bingham's), and Reader, Ciesar,

Greek Grammar and Reader (Ilarkncss'), and three Books of Anabasis

(Xenophon's). The applicant must give satisfactory evidence of good

moral character; be at least fourteen years of age ; and if he has been

a student of any other incorporated Institution, he must bring with

him a certificate of honorable dismission, or other satisfactory evidence

of general good conduct. Candidates for a more advanced Class will

be examined on all the studies already pursued by the Class they wish

to join.

Applications for admission should be made at the opening of the

scholastic year (September), as much is lost by entering College after

Classes have advanced.

If upon examination an applicant is found qualified to enter, he will

be referred to the Treasurer, with whom he will make satisfactory ar-

rangements for the expenses of the Term. He will then be required to

sign a declaration, that it is his intention strictly to conform to all the

Laws and disciplinary Regulations of the College until he shall be reg-

ularly dismissed. •

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These are of two kinds, oral and written, conducted at such times as

the Professors may select. Two general oral examinations of each Class

are held during the Session, which every student is required to stand.

The first or intermediate examination is held about the middle of the

scholastic year in the presence of the Faculty, embracing the subjects

of instruction for the First Term. The second and final examination

is held at the close of the Second Term, and is publicly conducted un-

der the direction of a committee of Literary Gentlemen, chosen by the

Faculty.

Monthly written examinations are required of each student, and

graded on a numerical scale of 100, and (>Gg is the number required to

pass on a study.

The questions propounded in these examinations have each a nu-

merical value. If the answers of the students shall receive an aggre-

gate value equal to 85 per cent, of the aggregate value assigned to the

question, he is ranked in the first division, and if less than 85 per cent.

The general examinations will be sufficiently difficult and compre-

hensive to make it impossible for a student to secure a place in the

first division without close application and diligent study. In every

case, however, the result will be communicated to parents and guardi-

ans respectively, in the circular reports. '

Students who complete satisfactorily either the classical or sci-

entific course of study, and show themselves in their final exami-

nations accurately versed in all the subjects treated of in the lec-

tures and correlative texts, will be entitled to graduate and to receive

a suitable Diploma, on the payment of the usual Ices, provided all

dues to the College have been satisfactorily adjusted and settled.

Distinctions.—A student whose conduct is at least 90, (on a scale

of 100,) and whose average grade in studies is such as to put him in

the first division, is classed as a Fir-it Honor Student, and a student

whose conduct is the same and whose average grade in studies puts

him into the second division, is ranked Second Honor.

Weaverville College is situated nine miles Northwest of Asheville,

aloof from the contaminating influences of town or city. Here young

men are not exposed to the evil temptations that in cities and towns

beset the young of that age when youths are led astray, and when hab-

jts are contracted that determine the future character, conduct and

consequent happiness of man. The charter of the Institution inhibits

the sale of liquor near the College; besides the laws of the Sjate for-

bid liquor being sold or given to a minor.

Terms and Vacations.

There are two Terms in the. year. The Fall Term, or First Term,

begins on the second Thursday in November and continues twenty

weeks.

General Information.

Students are received at any time and charged from the time of en-

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tering. No deduction will be allowed in the tuition bills of those en-

tering within three weeks after the opening of the term. No deduction

will be made for lost time except in cases of sickness protracted one

month or more. No student is allowed to absent himself from recita-

tions or examinations, without giving satisfactory reasons therefor.

Students who voluntarily absent themselves from recitations, weekly

exercises, or examinations, or quit the College without the written

consent of the Faculty, will be degraded in their classes and become
subject to suspension or expulsion from College.

No Student can be received for less than one Term. Funds remitted

for the payment of bills should be directed to the Treasurer of the Col-

lege. Pocket money for the students had best be deposited either with

the President, or one of the Professors, who will attend to their wants

and discharge their bills.

The College charges, in all cases, are required to be paid, or satis-

factorily settled, before the student will be permitted to enter upon a

second Term.

As all absences from College duties are so unfavorable to the stand-

ing and proficiency of the student, and so detrimental to College dis-

cipline, the Faculty do earnestly request parents and guardians in no

case to encourage or sanction such absences, either at the commence-
ment or any other period of the Term. Christinas is no exception.

The vacations are ample for relaxation and. rest.

All necessary books and stationer}' are furnished in the vicinity on

reasonable terms. These are required to be paid for at the time of

purchase.

Memoranda.

Weaverville College is about closing its third year. It was named

for the large and influential Weaver family of Reem's Creek, a family

earnestly devoted to the College, and a place classic in historic Meth-

odism. It is located at the village of Weaverville, Buncombe county,

N. C. It is an intelligent, populous and growing community, and in-

corporated with municipal powers.

The College was chartered December 15th, A. D. 1873. It is spe-

cially provided in the charter that spirituous liquors shall not bo sold

within two miles of the Institution.

The present College Buildings were commenced May, 1874, and will

soon be completed. The Institution is absolutely needed by this large

section of Carolina. Will the people help us build? We need your

money and your sons and daughters. We must have both, and in a

liberal measure.
